




Conservation Vocational Education Assistance Application

LaGrange County Soil & Water Conservation District (SWCD) is offering $1,000 conservation education assistance awards in a program designed to enhance the education and careers of deserving local students. An application can be obtained by contacting the LaGrange County SWCD office at (260) 463-3166 extension 3 or on their website at www.lagrange-swcd.wixsite.com/lagrangeswcd. The deadline for submitting the application this year is April 22, 2026.  Successful applicants for this year’s scholarship program will be notified following the April 28, 2026 LaGrange County SWCD Board meeting.  
Participation Requirements

· Applicant must graduate from an accredited school program located in LaGrange County.
· Applicant must be enrolled in an accredited educational or training institution, in a program related to agriculture or natural resources conservation as intended major.
· Applicant may not be an immediate family member of an employee or Board Supervisor of the LaGrange County Soil & Water Conservation District. 
· Applicant must submit a completed application packet with a brief autobiography to justify qualification for the scholarship.
· Applicants will be judged on GPA, extracurricular activities, references and autobiography.
· This scholarship will be available to recipient upon the successful completion of first semester at a college, university, or technical school. The SWCD will issue one check in the name of the recipient, following the receipt of a copy of grades or transcript. The scholarship may be applied to costs directly related to educational expenses such as books, tuition, housing, lab fees, etc. This scholarship is renewable at the discretion of the LaGrange County SWCD Board of Supervisors annually for as long as the applicant is enrolled as a full-time undergraduate student meeting the above-listed criteria.

The following must be provided:
1. A cover letter briefly describing the purpose of this scholarship including full contact information.
2. Two letters of recommendation (reference may be from teachers, counselors, coaches, employer or clergy).
3. An official copy of high school transcript with GPA verification.
4. An autobiography written by the applicant; no more than one page, single spaced.  Autobiography should include information explaining the applicant’s plans as they relate to agriculture or natural resources conservation.
